Learning Focuses

Maths ¢ This week in maths, we have been revising addition and using known problem solving strategies.

Such strategies we have been using are drawing a diagram, using materials such as counters or working

badkwards. We are doing this to ensure students know that there are many different ways to solve a math:
problem.

Readingc In our reading sessions, we have been reviewing predicting the texts we read during modelled
reading, teacher focus groups and readself. We use the title and illustration on the front cover (as well as
our prior knowledge) on the topic to help us create a prediction.

Writing ¢ During writing sessions, students have been following the writing process to create their own
imaginaryrecount of their school holidays. The stories create may be inspired from actual events the
students participated in their holidays. Student have also been participating in writing rotations, which
have allowed them to work on skiksich as handwritig, drawing and spelling.

The students will learn how to
compose and record different poems including Acrostics, Haikus and Diamantes.

Spelling The students continue to focus on spelling rules and codes at their targeted spelling level.

Mathematics | The students are revisiting the concept of Addition. They will be concentrating on applying their
knowledge of place value when adding numbers using the split strategy. They will also be learning
about how to record and solve vertical addition equations.

Inquiry Now that the students have attended the Bundoora Park Farm excursion, the students will focus on
how food is grown, how it changes and how it is transformed into other foods.
